Nursery - How you can help your child’s development at home.
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Develop their independence.  Allow them to try putting on their own coats (they can ALL do this in Nursery), let them help with dressing and putting on their shoes.  Continue to teach them about handwashing and hygiene. 
Provide lots of toilet training for those children who are still in nappies so that they can be nappy-free for the summer term.  You can get advice from your Health Visitor and online.
We have been learning the story of Goldilocks and the Three Bears.  Share the story with them, ask them to tell you the story, write down their words as they narrate the story so that they are exposed to letter formation.  Let them illustrate the story and label it with them.  Value any mark-making that they do!  Encourage them to copy the letters of their first name.
We have been exploring initial sounds of words.  Try and model initial sounds to them, e.g. “Do you want some t-t-t-toast?”  Break down common words that you use to get them used to hearing how words are put together, e.g. “Let’s feed the d-o-g”, “It’s time for b-e-d”.
We have been noticing words that rhyme.  Read stories with rhyming words in them such as the “Oi Cat!” collection or any of Julia Donaldson books.  Share lots of Nursery Rhymes with them.
Read, read, read!  Share stories with your child.  Talk about the illustrations and ask them questions.  Choose lots of traditional stories with similar story structures.  See if your child can recall parts of the story or retell it themselves using the pictures as a guide.
Sing simple number songs.  Model counting out to 10.  Do some counting activities in real-life situations.  Teach your child to recognise numerals to 10 and match quantities to them.
Involve your child in cooking.  Measuring and counting out quantities is a great way to introduce maths vocabulary to them in a real-life situation.  Dishing up a pizza or a cake is a great way to talk about sharing.
Notice shapes in and around the environment.  Model naming them and counting how many sides they have.  Construct with 3D shapes and talk about how they are similar or different.  
Try any activity that develops their imagination.  Make dens under the table or sofa.  Provide props to support pretend play.  
Make sure that your child is developing their core strength and motor skills daily.  Get them moving!
